TITLE:	AWARD CONTRACT FOR THE 2022 ROAD RESURFACING PROGRAM ON BEHALF OF THE RIVERSIDE COOPERATIVE

WHEREAS, NJSA 40A:11-10(1) authorizes contracting units to enter into cooperative pricing agreements; and

	WHEREAS, the Borough of Northvale has volunteered to act as “Lead Agency” for the purchase of work, materials and supplies for the Riverside Cooperative for the year 2022; and

	WHEREAS, the Borough of Northvale received nine (9) bids on April 19, 2022 for the 2022 Riverside Cooperative Road Improvement Program on behalf of the Boroughs of Alpine, Cresskill, Demarest, Dumont, Englewood Cliffs, Harrington Park, Harrington Park BOE, New Milford, Northvale, River Edge and Tenafly; and

	WHEREAS, the bid opening was performed at the Borough of Northvale Borough Hall at 116 Paris Avenue in Northvale at which time the nine bids were read aloud; and

	WHEREAS, the bids have been tabulated and reviewed by Mr. Carl O’Brien of Colliers Engineering & Design, Borough Engineer for the Borough of Northvale and for the Riverside Cooperative.

	NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that a contract be awarded to American Asphalt & Trucking LLC, 818 Summer Avenue, Newark, New Jersey  07104 in the amount of $4,293,049.69.


	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Northvale Mayor and Municipal Clerk be and are hereby authorized and directed to execute a Master Contract with the above named firm for the 2022 Road Resurfacing Program acting as the Lead Agency on behalf of the Riverside Cooperative, RC-35-21-01; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Boroughs of Alpine, Cresskill, Demarest, Dumont, Englewood Cliffs, Harrington Park, Harrington Park BOE, New Milford, Northvale, River Edge, and Tenafly shall be responsible for entering into individual contracts with the above named firm covering the scope of work under the Base Bid for each respective municipality.
