RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AWARD OF CONTRACT TO WITH JOBS4BLUE/VCS FOR SERVICES FOR OFF-DUTY EMPLOYMENT OF POLICE OFFICERS FOR POLICE RELATED ACTIVITIES
WHEREAS, the Borough of Northvale has a need for services relating to off-duty employment of police officers for police related activities; and

WHEREAS, N.J.SA. 40A:11-5(dd) provides for the support software maintenance, consultation services and training services of propriety computer hardware and software; and 

WHEREAS, there are many pieces in place that enable the program as a whole to work effectively. Those include, an understanding of the Borough’s payroll processing procedure and schedule, an understanding of the Police Department’s overtime hiring policy, and the fact that Jobs4Blue interfaces directly with the Borough’s current VCS POSS system, and

WHEREAS, in order to use another program, the Borough would have to replace the current Jobs4Blue system, ensure that any new software interfaces with the Borough’s POSS system, and retrain multiple employees which would be cost prohibitive in terms of time and capital.

WHEREAS, the terms of the contract provide that it is terminable upon thirty days written notice; and 

WHEREAS, the contract includes an administrative fee of no more than 8% is to be collected by Visual Computer Solutions (VCS); and 

WHEREAS, there is no cost to the Borough of Northvale for such services; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough Attorney has reviewed the terms of the Contract and recommends the Borough execute same.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough of Northvale that the Mayor shall execute such documents as necessary to implement this resolution.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Northvale no longer finds it feasible to enforce the Elevator Sub Code; and

WHEREAS, an ordinance has been adopted creating a special emergency appropriation of $116,578.80 for Accrued Vacation & Sick Time and no adequate provision was made in the 2021 budget for the aforesaid purpose, and N.J.S.A. 40A:4‑53 provides for the creation of a special emergency appropriation for the purpose above mentioned, and

WHEREAS, the total amount of Emergency Appropriations created including the appropriation to be created by this resolution is...............................................................................................$ 116,578.80
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED (not less than two‑thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring) that in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:4‑48 and 40A:4‑53:

1.
A special emergency appropriation be and the same is hereby made for Accrued Vacation & Sick Time……....................................................................................................$116,578.80
2.
Total amount per ordinance is for $116,578.80 and the Mayor and Council hereby requests that an exclusion from the "Cap" be granted by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in accordance with P.L. 1981 Chapter 56 in the amount of $23,315.76 per year in the budgets of the next five succeeding years commencing with the budgets of 2022 in accordance with 40A:4‑55 (C).

3.
That a special emergency note or notes be authorized not in excess of $116,578.80, the amount appropriated by ordinance as stated above.

4.
Such notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Ordinance and this resolution and shall be negotiable notes payable to bearer, or registered notes, and shall bear interest at a rate per annum within the limitations prescribed by law, and such interest shall be payable at the maturity of such notes.  The notes shall be dated on or about the date of their issuance and may be renewed from time to time, but at least 1/5 of the total amount of notes hereby authorized, and the renewals thereof, shall mature and be paid in each year, so that all notes and renewals shall have matured and have been paid not later than the last day of the fifth year following the date of this resolution.  The issuing officers are authorized to provide that the notes may be redeemable at the option of the Borough.

5.
The Mayor and the Chief Financial Officer are hereby authorized to execute said notes, and the Borough Clerk is hereby authorized to affix the seal of the Borough to such notes and to attest such seal and said notes, and said officers are hereby authorized to issue said notes in such form as they may adopt in conformity with law and to recite therein that all requirements and conditions of law have been complied with in the issuance of said notes, and that said notes are within every debt and other limit prescribed by the Constitution or statutes of New Jersey.

6.
The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell said notes and any renewals thereof from time to time, at public or private sale, at not less than par and accrued interest and to determine within the limitations prescribed by this resolution, the date, principal amount, maturity date, and denomination of said notes, and the rate of interest said notes shall bear and to deliver such notes upon receiving the purchase price to be paid therefor.

7.
The Borough Council hereby covenants on behalf of the Borough, to the extent permitted by the Constitution and the laws of the State of New Jersey, to do and perform all acts and things permitted by law and necessary to assure that interest paid on bonds, notes or other obligations of the Borough (including the Special Emergency Notes) be and remain excluded from gross income of the owners thereof for Federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended ("Code").

8.
The Borough Council hereby designates the Special Emergency Notes as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for the purpose of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  It is hereby determined and stated that the Special Emergency Notes (1) are not "private activity bonds" as defined in the Code and (2) the Borough and its subordinate entities, if any, do not reasonably anticipate issuing in excess of $10 million of new money tax-exempt obligations (other than private activity bonds) during the calendar year 2021.  The Borough will, to the best of its ability, attempt to comply with respect to the limitations on issuance of tax-exempt obligations pursuant to Section 265(b)(3) of the Code; however, the Borough does not covenant to do so, and expressly states that a covenant is not made hereby.

That two certified copies of this resolution be filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services.

This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

Article I

Police, Fire and Emergency Medical Services

§ 55-1

Preamble.

A. N.J.S.A. 40A:14-156 et seq. authorize municipalities to enter into mutual aid and assistance agreements for police, fire, first aid or ambulance squad services in cases of emergencies;

B. N.J.S.A. 40A:14-146.14c authorizes municipalities to utilize special law enforcement officers as well as regular, full-time officers when a mutual aid agreement has been enacted in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:14-156.1;

C. The Borough of Northvale and surrounding municipalities regularly interact and assist each other in police, medical or fire emergencies; and  

D. Each of the participating municipalities may wish to formalize and refine existing practice by entering into mutual aid agreements.

§ 55-2 Mutual aid agreements established.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:14-26, N.J.S.A. 40A:14-156, N.J.S.A. 40A:14-156.1 et seq., and N.J.S.A. 40A:14-146.14c, there are hereby established mutual aid agreements among and between municipalities which shall become effective upon the adoption of ordinances to provide mutual aid in the police, firefighting, or emergency medical (hereinafter, "EMS") services in case of emergency. This agreement shall apply whenever this municipality may have an emergency within its boundaries requiring additional police, firefighting or EMS assistance to protect life and property, and whenever any participating municipalities may experience a similar emergency.

§ 55-3 Emergency defined; SOP.

For purposes of this article, the term "emergency" shall be broadly defined and shall include situations in which the number of available police officers, firefighters, or EMS officials in a participating municipality is insufficient to meet the public need in a particular situation. No formal declaration of emergency is required to implement the provisions of the Mutual Aid Agreement. The chiefs or heads of the participating municipalities, police departments, fire departments, and first aid or ambulance squads shall jointly prepare written standard operating procedures (hereinafter referred to as "SOP") which shall address procedures for the day-to-day implementation of mutual police, firefighting or EMS aid. A copy of the SOP, and all amendments and revisions thereto, shall be filed with each police department, fire department, and EMS organization, along with the respective clerks of each participating municipality, and with the appropriate dispatching authorities with the county.

§ 55-4 Requests for assistance.

The chief or head of the police department, fire department or EMS organization of a participating municipality, or in his or her absence, the highest ranking official in the chain of command, is hereby authorized to request assistance from the chief or other head of the police department, fire department or EMS organization of any other participating municipality to provide aid in accordance with this agreement and existing SOP.

§ 55-5 Provision of assistance.

A participating municipality shall provide police, firefighting or EMS assistance when a valid request in accordance with this agreement to supply personnel is made, to the extent possible without endangering persons or property within the confines of the providing municipality. Each providing municipality retains the right to withdraw personnel or equipment if emergent conditions so warrant. The decision of the providing municipality's Mayor, or in his or her absence, the highest ranking official in the chain of command, with respect to the extent and duration of aid to a requesting municipality which can be afforded without endangering persons or property within the providing municipality, shall be binding.

§ 55-6 Powers; rights; immunities.

The members of the providing municipality's police department, fire department or EMS organization supplying aid shall have the same powers, authority, rights and immunities as the members of the police, firefighting or EMS force of the requesting municipality when aid is being rendered therein; however, the highest ranking, full-time regular officer of the requesting municipality present at the scene shall assume command.

§ 55-7 Reimbursement.

The providing municipality shall assume the cost and expense of providing its personnel and equipment to the requesting municipality, pursuant to this agreement, if the duration of the aid is eight man-hours or less within any one-month period. If the requesting municipality receives state or federal aid by way of reimbursement, for a particular incident, it shall distribute said funds among the providing municipalities, for that incident, on a pro rata basis, depending upon the man-hours of each. The costs incurred in excess of eight man-hours, by any providing municipality, shall be submitted to and paid by the requesting municipality as reimbursement.

§ 55-8 Benefits, injury; death.

Members of the police, firefighting or EMS force of the providing municipality suffering injury, or their legal representatives, if death results while rendering assistance in the requesting municipality, shall be entitled to all such benefits they would have realized if injury or death had occurred in the performance of normal duties in their own municipality, with such benefits to be provided by the providing municipality.

§ 55-9 Liability insurance.

So long as this Mutual Aid Agreement is in full force and effect, the participating municipalities shall maintain general liability insurance in the minimum amount of $1,000,000 for personal injury and $500,000 for property damage, and liability insurance for police enforcement and firefighting activities in the minimum amount of $1,000,000, and shall annually provide each of the other participating municipalities with certificates of insurance showing said insurance is in full force and effect. Said insurance shall be applicable to damage or injury resulting from the actions or conduct of the personnel of any providing municipality as well as of the personnel of any requesting municipality.

§ 55-10 Effective date.

This article shall take effect upon final passage and publication according to law. It shall become effective with respect to this municipality's activities with another participating municipality, when such other participating municipality has adopted an ordinance reciprocal to this one, and such ordinance has become effective in that municipality.

§ 56-11 Rescission.

This article supersedes and rescinds all prior ordinances, resolutions, enactments or agreements governing mutual aid between those municipalities who have adopted ordinances reciprocal to this article.

Also, he asked what is being done in reference to the flooding.  DPW has been desnagging the streams.  The County has been contacted.  He also asked if there will be virtual meetings in the future.  
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORTS


Council President Sotiropoulos – reported on the Police calls for the month of September.  The Police started the hiring process for a new officer.  Reggie Parsells retired on September 30th.  He read an email from Patrick Donofrio recognizing officers Berghuys and Milordo for responding to a call at his aunt’s house.  He thanked them for being professional and courteous.  Briant Bodrato had triple bypass surgery and is doing extremely well.  He reported on the many jobs the DPW have been working on.  The Ambulance Corps. had 22 calls for the month of September.

Councilman Hogan – reported that the Building Department issued 22 permits for the month of September for a total of $19,282.  The Year to Date is $244, 974.  There is $250,000 in pending permits from Northvale Greens which should be completed in Spring, 2022.  There was a Planning Board meeting on September 15th for an application for 176 Glanz Avenue and 143 Livingston Street.  Both were granted variances.  The October 6th meeting was just to approve resolutions.  The meeting on November 3rd currently has the 256 Livingston Street application.  The Board of Health held their Flu Clinic on October 2nd and the free Rabies Clinic on October 19th.  The Board of Health meeting scheduled for October 21st has been cancelled due to lack of a quorum.

Councilman DeLisio – reported that it is quiet time with grants right now.  County Executive Tedesco informed us that the Borough was awarded $28,000 for the Borough Hall ADA entry.  Northern Valley Greenway had a meeting last night.  They are persuing federal money to help fund this project.

Councilman Argiro – reported that the Library is looking for a Director.  Two of the staff, Michelle and Mae, have been functioning as interim co-directors.  There has been a surge in new library cards.  There has been a lot of support from the Friends of the Library.  There was a bigger project shelved due to COVID that is being rehashed.  Recreation soccer is winding down.  Kudos to coaches, parents, kids.  The playoffs are approaching.  Winter basketball registration is now open.  Brandon Giordano, Basketball Commissioner, spoke with Mr. Pinajian about using the indoor gym at the school.  Met with Marie and Craig to tweak the grant for Hogan Park improvements.  Hopefully approval will be before the end of the year.  We are looking at an extension to the walking path and safety netting on Field 4 to the playground.

Councilman McGuire – reported the Preschool is having back to school night tonight.  Everything has been going well at the Preschool.  There was 1 COVID closure in September.  The enrollment is up to over 30.   Ed Devlin and I are arranging to have the firetruck come to see the children.  Northvale School has had 8 cases of COVID since September.  Northern Valley Regional High School has been ranked 18 nationally and number two in New Jersey by Niche, a company that ranks schools.

Mayor Marana – had a pre-con meeting for the Senior Center pavilion on October 5th. We have a green light to complete the project.  The vendor will be here soon to install the concrete and paver pad.  The pavilion and benches will be installed in mid-January.  The vendor cites supply chain problems for the lead time.   The pre-con meeting for the Library ADA upgrades was held on October 14th.  We have until December 20th to submit a CDBG grant application for the FY 2022-2023 program.  After speaking with the CDBG people and Sue Scavone regarding additional funding for the Library’s capital projects, I was told that only lower income towns qualify for that type of funding.  Ed, Pam, Marie and the Mayor will be doing a walk through on October 26th to identify potential projects at the Senior Center.   The Tree Lighting tentative date is Monday, December 6th with Thursday the 9th as the rain date.  Refreshments and individually packaged snacks will be served.  Santa and Olaf will be there as well  as the Fire Department and Ambulance Corps.  Fran and myself met with the representative from Green Drop.  They will need 5 parking spaces for the trailer and 2 for their full time staff.  They also pick up household goods from homes.  There is a restroom in the trailer.  They will pay the Borough $30,000/year.  It seems the parking lot gets full when there is pizza bingo.  It would be a one year contract.  The contract will be sent to Deena for review.  We had a Riverside Coop meeting last week.  We will need to choose roads to be repaved in 2022 by late November.  The deadline for submission of the detailed engineering forms is February 18th.  The added assessments came in on October 7th.  These are additional taxes due to improvements in real estate assessments from January 1 to the cutoff date.  They are $55,756 for 2021 which is pretty healthy.  Over $10,000 is for the partial year vacant land assessment for the former VFW property.  These tax bills have been mailed and are due by November 19th.
BOROUGH ENGINEER REPORT


Ms. Raffay – reported that the 2021 Riverside Coop project is finished.  We are waiting for the last payment request.  The 2022 paving will be starting up again. The pre-con meeting for the Paris/Livingston Streetscape is Friday.  Colliers is working on the design for the Clinton Avenue DOT project.  
BOROUGH ATTORNEY REPORT


Ms. Rosendahl – everything has been covered in the resolutions and ordinances.  She had a few meetings with the Teamsters for the DPW collective bargaining agreement along with John, Joe, and Ed.  Shuaib is invited to join the next meeting which will be hopefully next week.

RESOLUTION #2021-177
TITLE:
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING FULL TIME SALARY FOR PAMELA CARPANINI SERVING AS DIRECTOR OF THE JAMES MCGUIRE SENIOR CENTER

WHEREAS, in light of the dangers posed by Coronavirus disease 2019 (“COVID-19”), and the issuance of Governor Murphy’s Executive Order No. 103 on March 9, 2020 declaring a Public Health Emergency and State of Emergency, the Borough of Northvale ceased all operation and events held by the James McGuire Senior Center and Golden Age Club; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the closure of the James McGuire Senior Center (the “Senior Center”), the Senior Center Director, Pamela Carpanini, ceased working for the Borough; and 

WHEREAS, by Resolution dated June 9, 2021, the Borough of Northvale, after instituting safeguards that can be implemented to mitigate the risks of the spread of COVID-19 together with expanded access to testing, personal protective equipment, and other materials necessary to protect individuals from spread of the virus, as well as the ongoing availability of the COVID-19 Vaccine  (the “Vaccine”), re-opened the James McGuire Senior Center, permitting activities to be held there, as well as activities sponsored by the Golden Age Club, subject to certain safety protocols. 

WHEREAS, the Director of the Senior Center, Pamela Carpanini, thereafter  returned to work as the Director of the Senior Center as a part-time hourly paid employee; and 

WHEREAS, upon returning to the position of Director of the Senior Center, it was determined that it is in the best interest of the Borough that Ms. Carpanini resume employment on a full time basis working a minimum of 32 hours per week, Monday-Friday and be paid by way of an annual salary of Forty Four Thousand Six Hundred Fifty Nine Dollars ($44,659.00) with no additional stipend paid.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Northvale as follows:
